	Example 1:

This project aims to create a service oriented platform for Public eProcurement services which is intended for EECA Region as the market place for single-point government shopping. It will connect public-sector buyers and private suppliers and will provide a vital service to help the governmental bodies to call for more efficient procurement.


The platform will provide an ‘eHub’ for end-to-end shopping and will host common and individual catalogues. Users can access the portal via the eProcurement module of their own enterprise resource planning (ERP) management systems or ordinary web browsers. With this on-line tool, we hope not only to boost public purchasing efficiency but also to make the government market place a more attractive one for suppliers to do business.


The project aims not only to build a platform services consists of tracking, messaging and analysing tools for public procurement tasks, but also building a supplier network amongst the EECA region. 
The main research dimension in this project is to collecting, analysing and evaluating the best public eProcurement practices from Europe and building the ultimate service platform based on those practices mostly suitable for EECA countries


Example 2:
Informateks Oil & Gas project :

This projects aims at increasing the productivity & performance of Georgian wells. The O&G Data Mining team will initiate the project by compiling available data from O&G operators, and literatures as well as others experience through search and debriefings interviews. Data collection sheets are provided to operators in Georgia for information gathering. We will follow up with the operators for feedback. To develop proper interpretation of digital data, the project will compile practiced well operating procedures, and mitigation approaches to maintain well deliverability. Data mining technologies will be used to develop lessons learned and extract knowledge/best practices" to have best solution. Such results will help:

· Link well performance, reservoir architecture, and intervention to reservoir dynamics

· Identify metrics, high performance drivers, and failure indicators.

· Highlight successful previous work by operators on well construction, monitoring, intervention, Etc.

· Provide simple toolbox to help assess chances of success, completion selection and optimization parameters. In addition, the team will identify completion and intervention strategies for high and low performance wells’ and deliverability.
